Presentation of minutes and treasurer’s report 


A motion was made by Sup. Dovin, seconded by Sup. Stewart and unanimously carried to accept the minutes and treasurer’s report as presented.


Citizen’s input on the agenda - Public Comment


No comments were offered at this time.


Reports of the board, commissions and committees


Susquehanna Co. Planning Commission


A report was not available.


Choconut Township Friendsville Borough Planning Commission


Jack Davis reported that the commission had met and the question was raised as to whether or not the township should take on the subdivision reviews.  Currently, the county is conducting the primary review, utilizing professional staff, and the township has the opportunity to review and comment on the subdivision.  Should this be changed, or should we ask that the county continue to perform the initial review?  The subject was tabled for the time being.  The C-F Commission decided that the driveway ordinance could be strengthened.  The nuisance ordinance was reviewed and discussed.  The commission will be meeting on the fourth Wednesday of the month at 7:00 p.m. at the township building.


Choconut Creek Watershed


Jack discussed wrapping up the creek grant and presented spreadsheets to the supervisors and the secretary.  It was unclear as to how much is left in the grant money.  The secretary said that she could meet with Jack after the annual audit was performed on February 21st.  


Northern Tier Coalition


Supervisor Stewart was elected to the position of chairman of the coalition.  A discussion was held


about zoning.

OLD BUSINESS


Open Records Law


Jack Davis reported that he had put Linda A. Gittoes’ name on the township website as the Open Records Policy officer.  


NEW BUSINESS


Bid for Purchase of Roller


A discussion was held on the specifications for the roller to be purchased.  


Resolution to Destroy Old Documents


A motion was made by Sup. Dovin, seconded by Sup. Mattes and unanimously agreed to adopt 


Resolution 2009-0202 for the destruction of documents in conformity with Pennsylvania Act 428.


Application for Non-coal Quarry


A letter was received from Charles L.E. Wage, Attorney at Law, representing Albert H. Stickney,


and included the paperwork for the application for a Small Non-coal Mining Permit that would 


entail 5 acres of land.  


Time Warner Cable


A letter was received from Time Warner outlining the company’s increases for cable fees.








Budget Amendment


A review and discussion was held regarding the line items for taxes for the budget for FY 2009. 


The income from the taxes has increased throughout the last few years, due to the sales of pro-


perties.  A motion was made by  Sup. Dovin, seconded by Sup. Stewart and unanimously carried 


by the board that the budget be amended to reflect a more accurate figure of what could be anti- 


cipated for income for budgetary purposes.  The secretary-treasurer will adjust the figures as 


requested by the supervisors.


Nikula – Possible Code Enforcement Violation


The township received a copy of the notice sent by C.O.G. Codes to Mark & Theresa Nikula in-


forming them of a possible violation on property owned by them – a building permit was not 


issued for a deck..
