	The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors was held at the township meeting room, beginning at 7:30 p.m..  Sup. Stewart called the meeting to order and led in the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.  The roll was called and supervisors Stewart and Mattes were physically present; Sup. Dovin attended by telephone as he was on vacation.

Presentation of minutes and treasurer’s report 


A motion was made by Sup.Mattes , seconded by Sup.Dovin and unanimously carried to accept the minutes and treasurer’s report as presented.


Citizen’s input on the agenda - Public Comment

Reports of the board, commissions and committees


Susquehanna Co. Planning Commission


A report was not available.


Choconut Township Friendsville Borough Planning Commission


Jack Davis said that the commission had an informational meeting.  He also reported that not much was going on at the county planning commission relevant to Choconut Township.  A discussion was held as to whether or not the Choconut Township-Friendsville Borough Planning Commission should make the legal decision as to the acceptability of land subdivisions.  Presently, the county planning commission has this authority, with the township having the right to review and give input.  The general consensus was that it would be best to leave the situation as is.  Bill Dovin reported that the zoning ordinance was tabled for the present.  The commission wants to review the county subdivision and land development ordinance (SALDO).  Jack stated that he and another member of the commission would be reviewing the driveway ordinance and would like to have the supervisors’ input on it.  


Choconut Creek Watershed


Jack  reported that he met with the supervisors and it appears that we have about $9,380 left in the grant program.  The question is whether or not we want to get back to J&G Excavating to discuss having more work done.  We have until July 8, 2010 to spend the balance of the money.  The secretary-treasurer is to review the grant to confirm Jack’s figure of how much is left to spend on the project out of the grant program.


Northern Tier Coalition


Sup. Stewart mentioned that nothing is going on regarding zoning; several townships are still reviewing it.  The next meeting will be the 3rd Thursday in March.


Susquehanna Co. Council of Governments, C.O.G. Sewage Committee Codes


There is a new list of pricing on signs available from C.O.G.  Regarding the sewage committee, Great Bend has a system that utilizes ultra violet light in a sewage system.  Bill Dovin said that there wasn’t anything to report from the codes committee.
